Cllr Jack Popham left the meeting 7.05pm
Marsh Farm Proposal (Lyndon Brett) Proposal for new dwellings at Marsh Farm. Application intended to support next generation living and address housing pressures. General view that proposal has merit.
Blackmore Lane
Proposal for a substitute dwelling (Lyndon Brett) Property originally purchased to support livestock operations. Plan to replace static caravan with a permanent brick-built home. Requirement for owners to remain onsite to manage livestock.

Temporary chicanes on the main road are in place and provide some improvement to traffic calming. However, residents are still awaiting replacement of the damaged sign.
Concerns were raised in relation to the main road bus stop. A proposal was put forward to introduce road markings on the opposite side of the road, which will be investigated further.
Works at the local Spar shop are progressing well. It was noted that, subject to confirmation, there is an expectation that the shop and post office may reopen by the end of the summer.

· 20 mph speed limit
The invoice for the 20mph speed limit has been received and paid. Totalling at £3,925.00
2. Appointment and Welcome of New Councillors
· Following the filling of two vacant positions, the Council formally welcomes the appointment of two new Councillors, John Harbour and Mark Livingston
3. Asset register 
· The asset register is to be agreed and confirmed by all members of Council for the upcoming audit.
