· Standing Orders

1. 13/26/00007- 16 Lonsdale Road, Extension of existing garage and utility room. Cllr Michael Featherstone proposed to support this application, it was then seconded by Cllr John Addison and agreed unanimously. Permission Granted 27/04/2026
1. 13/26/00009- 9 Clifford Park, Erection of rear (NW) extension on site of existing conservatory (to be demolished). Cllr Michael Featherstone proposed to support this application, it was then seconded by Cllr John Addison and agreed unanimously. Application under consideration

12/05/26 Reports (as applicable)
1. Highways and Parking Issues
2. Overgrown Hedge Clifford Park – Responsibility for Maintenance
· Cllr John Harbour had investigated the issue and shared that responsibility for the overgrown hedge rests with the tenant, who is currently unable to carry out the work due to injury. Discussion took place regarding whether the work could be undertaken by the Payback Team or by a contractor arranged by the tenant.
3. Speed Indicator Device
With assistance from an IT specialist, the Council was able to produce chart readings showing the percentage of motorists complying with the 20mph speed limit. It was noted that the data indicates the 20mph speed limit has been successful.
4. Defibrillator
· Defibrillators have been checked and are fully functioning. 
5. Phone boxes in the village
· It was raised that the two phone boxes in the village require attention, with the Main Road phone box needing repainting and the High Street phone box requiring tidying.
6. Village Maintenance
· Attention is requested regarding the condition of the edging boards along School Path, an area that is regularly presented as part of the village judging displays for Cannington in Bloom due to its appearance and upkeep. It was agreed to arrange for community payback to help. 
7. Court Orchard 
8. Henry Roger Almshouse
· Fire extinguishers have been checked.
· Electrical checks for Flat 2 have been completed by Manchip Electrical.
· A cleaner has been appointed to clean the hallway and stairs once a month.
· It was noted that the regular gardener is currently on maternity leave, and the temporary gardener has now finished. The council will therefore seek to appoint an interim gardener until the regular gardener returns.
· Flat 2 is booked to have some electrical works done.
9. Footpaths 
10. Annual Parish Meeting 
· It was agreed the Annual Parish Meeting will be held on Wednesday 17th June, in the village hall. 
11. Parking Around the Bowling Green
· Concerns have been raised regarding limited parking availability around the Bowling Green in Cannington, particularly during peak commuting times. It has been reported that spaces are being used by people parking before boarding Hinkley Point transport services, causing difficulties and delays. 
The Council discussed this matter and noted that fewer reports have recently been received regarding the Bowling Green area. However, plans are in place to install “No Parking” signs aimed at discouraging fly parking and parking by visitors to Cannington Court, with the hope that this will act as a deterrent.
12. Bins on the High Street
· The Council discussed the issue of wheely bins on the High Street. Owners who have been identified have been informed that the bins must be moved. However, the large black wheely bins remain an ongoing concern, with one appearing to be fixed to the ground. The Chairman will investigate the matter further.

1. Footbridge between Otters Brook and the play area
2. Northbrook Garages 
· The Chairman reported that Pardoes Solicitors had confirmed that the garages are now in the ownership of Cannington Parish Council. However, it appears that some garages are still occupied. It was agreed that a clear paper trail should be established, including confirmation of any rental payments being made and copies of any existing tenancy or ownership agreements relating to the garages.

3. Review of Insurance provision It was agreed that the current policy has adequate cover and will continue.
15/05/26 Annual Audit Return
1. The Internal audit has been completed and there were no items to bring to the Councils attention. 
2. Section 1 -The Annual Governance Statement for 2025/26 have been previously circulated to all Councillors. Cllr John Addison read the Statements which were agreed by all Councillors and signed by the Chairman.
3. Section 2 -The Accounting Statements for 2025/26 have been previously circulated to all Councillors. It was agreed as true to record and signed by the Chairman.
16/05/26 Correspondence and matters to discuss
1. Concern has been raised regarding the use of slug pellets on two allotment plots
This was investigated by Cllr Shaun Ryall, the slug pellets used were organic.
2. Questions have been raised regarding the spraying of weedkiller in Cannington Cemetery.
Greenslades Grounds Maintenance advised that weed spraying had been carried out on the cemetery path, and that weather conditions are recorded and logged prior to any weedkiller being applied to the area.
3. Clarification is requested regarding the recent cutting of the verges along the straight road to Sandford Corner.
The cutting of the verges along Straight Road does not fall under Cannington Parish Council’s grounds maintenance contract, as it was previously advised that this area would no longer be cut by the Council’s contractor. The grass cutting in this area is currently funded collectively by local residents.
4. Open Gardens 26th April 
5. Request for Consideration of Tree Preservation Orders (TPOs) in Woodland Area Near Crabtree Caravan Park and Cannington Golf Course.
It was noted that the area forms part of the college grounds and would therefore likely fall under the College’s responsibility to manage. Cllr John Addison commented that the area would benefit from thinning out and general maintenance. Concerns were also raised that the presence of Tree Preservation Orders (TPOs) may limit the extent of any maintenance work that could be undertaken.
6. Proposed Additional “No Parking” Signage Around the Bowling Green, Church Street, and Mill Lane
